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Pastoral Ministry is a calling, a heart throb, a passion.  Pastoral minis-
try is not something that a person merely does; it is something that a 
person is.  In spite of ups and downs, we feel privileged to be placed 
into the ministry (I Timothy 1:12).  It is more than just a job.  With 
Paul we say, “I thank Christ Jesus our Lord who has enabled me, be-
cause He counted me faithful, putting me into the ministry."  Yes, we 
too are thankful. 
 
Also with Paul, we are quite aware we do not deserve to be in ministry 
- "although I was formerly a blasphemer, a persecutor, and an insolent 
man, but I obtained mercy because I did it ignorantly in unbelief."  We 
all have a past; it may not rise to the same level of rebellion and wick-
edness as did Paul's, but still it would disqualify us in a heartbeat were 
it not for God's grace and mercy toward us.  "And the grace of our 
Lord was exceedingly abundant, with faith and love which are in 
Christ Jesus."  (I Timothy 1:13,14) 
 
These thoughts pressed themselves 

upon me recently as I became aware of four ordination events taking place in our Fellowship:  Faith 
Baptist, Perry, ordained youth pastor, Ray Strimpel; New Lyme Baptist, Rome, ordained Michael 
Aiken, to start as pastor at Bible Baptist, Bedford; Pleasant HIll Baptist, Smithville, ordained youth  
pastor, Kevin Fath; and Calvary Baptist, Chillicothe, Ohio, its new pastor, Brandon Lee.  The coun-
cils have been well attended by area pastors, the questioning was extensive and fair, and the candi-
dates did a very commendable job.  They are now "official," having passed an examination by their 
peers in ministry.  These new "Reverends" embark on pastoral ministry with the approval of fellow 
pastors and with the trust of their congregations firmly in place.  But what awaits them?  "Do they 
really know what they are getting into?" I wondered.   
 
I remembered the principles that have helped me in ministry and have stood the test of time.  For 
starters, Warren Wiersbe’s description of ministry has given me a clear conception as to what con-
stitutes ministry.   In his book, On Being a Servant of God, Wiersbe wisely states that ministry hap-
pens when "divine resources meet human needs through loving channels to the glory of God." Such 
a description honors the divine-human cooperative that comprises pastoral ministry.  We employ 
divine resources, not our own - the Scriptures, the Holy Spirit, the new nature, prayer.  As loving 
channels, we fulfill human responsibilities - loving our people, motivated with a zeal for the glory 
of God rather than drawing attention to ourselves or being self-seeking in any way.  Further, pas-
toral ministry meets human need.  It deals with the reality of the human condition and brings God 
into the picture.   
 
A second principle in ministry that has been a steadying influence for me is that pastoral ministry 
works best as a team sport.  At least it is much easier if two people are in the yoke rather than one 
alone.  I do not believe the New Testament insists that a pastor be married, but it makes common 
sense if he is.    Ecclesiastes 4:8-12 makes it abundantly clear that "two are better than one" in that

Greve, Baptist Bible Institute, 
also shared congratulatory  
remarks.  Several teens also 
expressed thanks. 
 

A second part of the celebration included an afternoon 
service on February 17 with Dr. Roland Crowder speak-
ing.

a partner can lift us when we are down, warm us when we are cold, and defend us when we 
are at risk.  A supportive wife can double the joys and halve the sorrows for a pastor.  She 
will be a prayer warrior, listener, sounding board for ideas, and one who is herself involved 
in the work.  She will bring fresh perspectives to the issues, and she will fill in the blind 
spots of his thinking on emotionally loaded items.  She will serve most naturally as his ac-
countability partner.  I would not be where I am in ministry today were it not for the contri-
butions of my wife, Pat.   
 
Finally, pastoral ministry is to be done to an Audience of One.  Whether preaching, counsel-
ing, visiting in the hospitals or homes, doing planning sessions, meeting with deacons, or 
anything else that a pastor does, we are to do what we do to and for the Lord alone!  The 
sheer multiplicity of tasks gets simplified and unified when we do them all as to the Lord.  
We need not be worrying about what other people are saying or thinking about us; what 
counts is what He is thinking about us!  We need not be striving to please people (a virtually 
impossible task, anyhow); we should be striving to hear His "well done, good and faithful 
servant."  Pastoral ministry really is not about us; it is about Him, and for Him, and to Him, 
and through Him.  We can save ourselves a great deal of pressure and unnecessary stress if 
we do what we do as to the Lord and not to men - "And whatever you do, do it heartily, as to 
the Lord and not to men, knowing that from the Lord you will receive the reward of the in-
heritance, for you serve the Lord Christ" (Colossians 3:23-24).  If this assurance were true 
for household slaves, how much more so for people in pastoral ministry! Even in our leading 
we are to be simply following - following His directives.  Leaders are first of all followers of 
Christ Who placed them in their leadership positions in the first place.  So we follow and 
please Him above all.  
 
I believe one of the greatest compliments a pastor can receive is the unsolicited statement,  
"I can tell that you really enjoy what you are doing."  I would like every one of our pastors, 
not just the new ones, to sense they are privileged characters due to the grace of God in their 
lives and that, as such, they are living meaningful lives that are approved by God.  If pastors 
so lived, perhaps others would not only notice but also be motivated to follow more readily 
in their steps.  After all, a satisfied customer is the best form of advertising!  WDW  �
